His post-Rodney career saw him opening for a multitude of celebrities such as Tom Jones, Garry Shandling, Joan Rivers, Jackie Mason and George Carlin.  He headlined comedy clubs and appeared on “The Tonight Show” several times.  He has co-hosted the Stephanie Miller Show on Air America Radio with his good friend Elayne Boosler, and also appeared as a regular guest celebrity panelist on the game show “Balderdash”, where he reduced fellow panelist Sally Struthers to tears.

Movies, TV shows, theaters, comedy clubs, comedy albums, a book, a play…will he ever stop?  “As long as there are jokes to be written,” says Dennis, “and as long as my bank account remains at zero, I’ll be around.”
